Working with Oil Pencils by Walnut Hollow®
If you are just beginning to use Oil Colored Pencils in your crafts, you will be amazed at how fun and easy they are to work with. Use them for blending, shading, and highlighting many different types of surfaces. Oil pencils are not messy at all, so they are great for kids, too!

Of course, as with anything new, you need to give yourself some time to practice. Try different techniques on a scrap piece of wood. The oil pencils also work great on other surfaces like fabric (something that you won’t wash), paper, and paper mache. You can even use the oil pencils with a woodburning project. For example, the Burnt Umber pencil is great when you want to darken any woodburned lines made with a Creative Woodburner®. Also use it to fill in small scratches in wooden products or furniture.

When using the oil pencils, apply the color either in lines or in a circular fashion. The amount of pressure applied during the application may affect the intensity of the color. You may also want to apply the color in layers. Because of this feature, each pencil can be a light, medium, or dark shade of the color or a particular pencil.

The colors may be softened or blended together very easily. A fixative should be applied over the oil pencils that will act as a sealer or finish. Do not brush a varnish over the pencils as the color will move and smear. Don’t worry if you make a mistake – just fold up a small piece of sandpaper and sand off the error!
